In this year-long course, students demonstrate a basic understanding of World History, Geography, and 

Culture. Content will cover the foundation of political thought in the development of law, religion, 

philosophy, and culture, and the influence of ancient civilization on modern western society. Students’ 

identify, analyze, and interpret significant historical information. (From the PVPUSD Course Description 

Handbook) 

Course Objectives: 

 First, it must be remembered that our objective is not to learn the names of every leader of every country 

we study or the dates of each battle. That is an impossible goal!  We are going to approach the study of the 

history of the United States with an eye to common themes and overarching ideas.  One will not be 

successful in this course if they spend all of their time trying to memorize historical facts. Instead, one 

should approach the course keeping an eye on the “big picture”.  

Materials Needed: 

You will be required to have the following with you in class every day. Not having the necessary materials 

will result in a loss of class points and valuable instruction time.  

 Spiral Notebook – you will be using this every single day. There will be a place in the classroom 

for you to store it.  

 A 3-ring binder or a separate section dedicated to this class

Course Policies: 

Attendance: Absences are sometimes unavoidable. However, every effort should be made to be in class, 

on time, every day.
